CoMMUNITY COMMENT

the recent-budget adoption. She noted the importance of the position to the school and the students.

Anne Larsen spoke representing Cispus parents who are working to raise the $70,000 needed to
supplement the overnight outdoor program at Cispus for the spring of 2010. After discussion, the Board
affirmedits intention to support the program if the parent group is successful in its efforts. Also mentioned
was the availability of other camps that could be considered for future location(s) of overnight outdoor
programs.

Bob Jacobs, spoke about Ingersoll Stadium, specifically correcting the record with regard to his
involvement in the Ingersoll Stadium matter and certain statements he said had been inaccurately
reported. He clarified that his intent was to help the parties come together and he does not represent the
neighbors. He also spoke about the importance of an overnight outdoor school program, recalling that in
years past each elementary school took it upon themselves to save outdoor school. He noted that the
focus should be on the program, not the location.

HEAD INJURIES & CONCUSSIONS — SCHOOL ATHLETES

The Board recognizes that concussions and head injuries are commonly reported injuries in
children and adolescents who participate in sports and other recreational activities. The
administration will develop and maintain a list of all activities covered by this policy and will
develop specific procedures to implement the policy.

All school athletic programs in the District that could reasonably result in participants incurring
head injuries and concussions will be identified by the Administration. All coaches, including
volunteers, will complete all training available to them from WIAA/the District on the management
of head injuries and concussions, and a copy of the certificate of training will be maintained in that
coach’s file.

All coaches, and volunteers, covered by this policy will comply with all the guidelines, policies and
requirements promulgated by WIAA and the District for the management of head injuries and
concussions.

The administration will develop informational brochures regarding the risk of head injuries and
concussions and distribute them to parents and guardians of all student athletes covered by this
policy each sports season. The parent or guardian and. student must sign and return
acknowledgment indicating they have reviewed and understand the information provided. No
student can participate in any covered activity until this acknowledgment form is returned and on
file with the District. The form must be signed andreturned for each activity at the beginning of
each season.
