Il. Forecast of Future Needs

The need for additional permanent capacity in the Olympia School District (OSD) is based on student
enrollment projections and the impact on the capacities of existing permanent facilities.

In the recent past the District has anticipated increasing enrollment by either construction of new facilities or
expanding existing buildings. The following is a summary of projects that have resulted in increased student

capacity since the 1990 Capital Improvement Program:

Enrollment Projections

The District contracts with the Thurston Regional Planning Council (TRPC) to update the enrollment forecast
model and student generation rates based on cohort survival and demographic analysis incorporating local
conditions, census data, housing projections, historical trends, and other regional data. Data from the model is
presented in Figures 1-6.

The enrollment model is based on TRPC county population and dwelling unit forecasts for 2010, 2015 and
2020. The current economic recession has resulted in a significant slowing of housing construction. The
county population and housing forecast for 2010 has not changed. As a result, use of 2010 TRPC enrollment
projections would be very likely to over-forecast enrollment growth for 2009 and 2010.  As a result, in
consultation with staff at TRPC, the District has utilized the TRPC forecasts for 2015, and annualized projected
enrollment increases back to 2009. Depending on the length of the current economic recession, the pace of
future recovery, and economic and demographic shifts that might result from the recession, short and
intermediate-term enrollment projections will be monitored closely.

The following is a summary of enrollment forecasts, by building type, from 2009 to 2015:

The District fully serves high school students (Grades 9-12) from the adjoining Griffin School District.
Accordingly, the forecast model also includes an analysis of enrollment projections for the Griffin District
(Figures 3 & 4). Students leaving Griffin Middle School as eighth graders will enter Olympia School District’s
Capital High School as freshmen. The forecast of departing eight graders has been included in the OSD
enrollment forecast model.

In addition, the District receives a significant share of entering ninth graders from local private schools.
Accordingly, the OSD forecast model also includes an analysis of enroliment projections for county-wide
private schools (Figures 5 & 6). The model illustrates that approximately 33.7% of the total number of
departing eighth grade students in private schools enter Capital High school, Olympia High School, or Avanti
High School.

At the completion of the 2004 bond improvement program, OSD has built capacity for 10,118 students.
However, student capacity will be needed at Pioneer Elementary School to address the increased enrollment
resulting from the Briggs Urban Village Development. The District anticipates an increase of 48 elementary
students based on 2008 student generation rates.




Student Generation Rates

To effectively plan for future capacity needs, the District reviews the location and number of proposed new
housing developments within the District's service area. Typically, the enrollment model will incorporate
historic trends and other factors for long-term projections. In addition, the District reviews upcoming housing
starts to project for more immediate needs that may need to be addressed by temporary needs such as placing
portable (temporary) classrooms. In determining the number of new students that may result from new
development, the District has developed “student generation rates” that calculate new student impacts on
existing school facilities for each level (elementary, middle, and high schools).

The District also contracted with TRPC to develop student generation rates that are based on new housing starts
within the District and the calculation distribution of student resulting from these new units. TRPC had already
calculated county-wide rates for single-family, multi-family, and mobile home units. They compared these rates
to the housing types within OSD to develop a “calculated” rate. This data was compared to the actual number of
students and resulted in an adjusted distribution. Based on this information, the updated student generation rates
used for this Capital Facilities Plan are:

Elementary Schools (K-5) 0.178 0.096
Middle Schools (6-8) 0.094 0.042
High Schools (9-12) 0.147 0.040

Rates were calculated for mobile homes, but have been dropped from the study since the total number of these
units in the District is negligible. As with the enrollment forecast, student generation rates for Griffin School
District and county-wide private schools have been calculated and included in the OSD rates.

History and Background

In May 2001, the Board of Directors authorized the formation of a 23 member citizens’ advisory
committee to analyze the Districts’ facility needs. This committee developed an enrollment-forecasting
model, assessed the physical condition of the existing facilities, and surveyed the educational program
needs for all three levels; elementary school, middle school, and high school. This committee brought
forward its recommendation to the Board of Directors in June 2002. Their recommendations closely
coincide with the projects identified by a similar 1996 citizens committee as “future considerations”.

Major capital improvements were recommended for Capital High School, Washington Middle School,
Reeves Middle School, L.P. Brown Elementary School, and Pioneer Elementary School. Other system
improvements and upgrades were recommended for virtually every other school in the district and
included security system upgrades, roof repairs, flooring replacements, technology and communications
improvements, emergency storage provisions, ADA upgrades, and playfield reconstruction.

The Board of Directors placed a general obligation bond measure on the February, 2003 ballot in order
to secure local funding for this new capital improvement program. The bond measure passed and
resulted in authorized local funding for these projects. The total funding for this capital improvement
program came from only two sources:

Local Bonds $76.6 million
School Impact and Mitigation Fees 3.0 million

Total Program Cost $79.6 million

Funding did not include state matching funds because none of the projects were eligible under state
guidelines.

Under this facility improvement program student capacity increased at four facilities: Capital High
School increased from 1389 by 246 students for a total new capacity of 1635; Washington Middle
School grew from 588 by 210 students for a new capacity of 798 students; Reeves Middle School
increased from 525 by 42 students for a total new capacity of 567; and Pioneer Elementary School Phase
Il added three classrooms and increase from 322 to a total capacity of 396 students. These capacities
include both general and special needs use.

In 2005, The District modified elementary and middle school boundaries on the west side to balance
projected enrollment growth across the west side schools to avoid overcrowding at some schools and
under-utilization of capacity at others.

Also in 2005, the District modified elementary service area boundaries to include the Briggs Urban
Village, a new mixed-use development within the Pioneer Elementary School boundaries. The proposal
for this development includes the development of 133 single-family detached dwelling units, 28 duplex
units, 144 multi-family units, and 82 townhouse units. Based on the District’s projected 2009 student
generation factors, a total of 48 elementary students will result from the build-out of this development.
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Six Year Plan

Pioneer Elementary Expansion--The District proposes to add three additional classrooms to Pioneer
Elementary School under a Phase Il project to increase the total number of classrooms to nineteen.
This addition will result in a size comparable to McKenny and Hansen Elementary Schools, the two
newest elementary schools in the District. The Briggs Urban Village is located entirely within the City
of Olympia which will result in school impact fees collected for each residential unit built. Since this
project was not included in the 2003 Capital Improvement Program, it will be funded by the use of
unrestricted local bond funds and the collection of school impact fees. The creation of additional
capacity at Pioneer Elementary School will also indirectly increase capacity at other District elementary
schools.

Presented within this section is a single page summary of the Phase 1l project at Pioneer Elementary
School, including the project’s name, location, impact on capacity, cost estimate, square footage and a
brief description. The project status identifies anticipated design, construction, and occupancy phases
for all of the projects set forth in the schedule. Finally, capital costs are identified and scheduled over
the six-year planning period.

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Repair and Preservation of Capital High School—An unprecedented winter snow storm in December,
2008 caused a roof collapse in the library of Capital High School. The roof collapse resulted in
significant damage to the library and caused damage to adjacent areas of the school (including hallways,
classrooms, offices and the student commons). The collapse in the library resulted in the rupture of the
school’s main fire suppression system line, which flooded the majority of the school in water. The
collapse also resulted in breaks to the school’s gas lines and other utilities. Major cleanup and
restoration work was accomplished in December 2008 and January 2009 which enabled the school to be
re-occupied (subject to operating restrictions) during the 2008-09 school year. Additional work and
forensic investigations followed.

As a result of engineering investigations, necessary repairs are being made in the summer of 2009 to
several roof trusses at CHS to meet City building code, improve the safety of the building, prevent
additional damage to the facility in the event of another snow storm, and ready the building for
occupancy during the next school year and beyond. Added shoring underneath the heaviest of the
school’s rooftop heating and ventilation units will remain in place as an additional measure of safety and
preservation in the short term.

Perhaps the most pressing capital facility capacity issue now facing the District is the long-term
preservation of the current high school capacity at Capital High School. Over the next several months,
the District will determine options for the long-term resolution of the challenges posed by the CHS roof.
While some of the permanent repair and/or replacement work at CHS will fall within the timeline of this
CFP, the options and scope of that work are indeterminate at this time. In terms of financing, the
District maintains insurance coverage on all buildings and insurance will cover all or most of the CHS
repairs to date. There are ongoing discussions regarding insurance coverages for permanent repairs and
upgrades necessitated by building code changes since the original school was constructed.

IV. Long-term Planning

Going into the 2008-09 school year, the District intended to supplement its annual rolling six-year
Capital Facilities Plan with a long-term enrollment and facilities plan. The roof collapse at Capital High
School delayed and complicated the District’s long-term enrollment and capital facilities planning effort.
While the long-term planning effort is now again underway, its inclusion in the formal Capital Facilities
Plan will not be possible until the 2011-2016 CFP to be developed in 2010.

In this plan, however, the District can highlight some capital facility capacity issues and concerns
beyond the scope of this six-year plan. Enrollment projections will exceed capacity at the elementary,
middle and high school levels on the east side of the District in the intermediate planning timeframe.
Ultimately, enrollment is likely to exceed capacity of the west side schools as well, which will result in
insufficient school capacity district-wide over a 20 year forecasting timeframe. However, in the short to
intermediate term, the addition of portable classrooms (where septic system, permitting and other
constraints allow), expansion of Pioneer Elementary, the potential for enrollment transfers between
schools, and/or school service area boundary adjustments will allow the District to meet its mandate to
serve all resident students. Of particular concern will be school capacities in the SE quadrant of the
District, where long-term projected enrollments are sure to exceed capacity in the area’s neighborhood
elementary schools as well as at Washington Middle School and Olympia High School.
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It is likely that a bond measure(s) for new school construction and/or significant service area boundary
adjustments will be required to meet the intermediate (6 to 10 year) to long-term (10 to 20 year)
enrollment projections of the District. The District is actively planning to meet long-term enrollment
projections. The District has convened at citizen Facility Advisory Committee to review long-term
enrollment projections, development patterns, facility capacities and conditions, and programmatic
trends and goals. Recommendations to the school board are anticipated in the fall of 2009.

V. Finance Plan

Funding for school facilities comes from a number of sources, with the primary source being voter-
approved bonds. Other sources include state funding assistance funds (formerly referred to as matching
funds), development impact and mitigation fees and voter-approved capital project levies.

General Obligation Bonds

The primary source of school construction funding is voter-approved bonds. Bonds are typically used
for site acquisition, construction of new schools, modernization of existing facilities and other capital
improvement projects. A 60% super-majority voter approval is required to pass a bond. Bonds are then
retired through the collection of local property taxes. Proceeds from bond sales are limited by bond
covenants and must be used for the purposes for which bonds are issued. They cannot be converted to a
non-capital or operating use. As described earlier, the vast majority of the funding for all District capital
improvements since 2003 has been local bonds.

State School Construction Funding Assistance

State school money is available to school districts which qualify with “un-housed students” (number of
students above state-rated capacity of permanent buildings) and for modernization of school facilities
exceeding 20 years in age built prior to 1992 and facilities exceeding 30 years in age if built after 1992.
The level of funding is determined by a formula established by the Office of the Superintendent of
Public Instruction (OSPI). Demands for state school dollars have generally exceeded the resources of
the state common school construction fund. As a result, many school districts are now front-funding
qualified and approved projects with local funds.

Between 1984 and 2002, the District received state school construction money for seven elementary
school projects, one middle school project, and both high school projects. The state funding assistance
portion for these projects was approximately 50% of the state-determined eligibility costs. Historically,
state funding assistance has paid for between 36% and 48% of actual construction costs on those
projects for which the District has been eligible.

Under the 2003 improvement projects plan, the District did not qualify for new construction or

modernization state funding assistance. The District may, however, qualify for modernization assistance
funds in the future when un-modernized elementary schools become more than 20 years old.
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Impact Fees

Impact fees are utilized to assist in funding capital improvement projects required to serve new
development. For example, local bond monies from the 1990 authority and impact fees were used to
plan, design, and construct Hansen Elementary School and Marshall Middle School. The District paid
part of the costs of these new schools with a portion of the impact fees collected. Using impact fees in
this manner delays the need for future bond issues (as is the case in the planned expansion of Pioneer
Elementary School) and/or reduces debt service on outstanding bonds. The City of Olympia and City of
Tumwater collect school impact fees on behalf of the District.

Impact fees must be reasonably related to new development and the need for public facilities. While
some public services use service areas or zones to demonstrate benefit to development, there are four
reasons why the use of zones is inappropriate for school impact fees: 1) the construction of a new school
benefits residential developments outside the immediate service area because the new school relieves
overcrowding in other schools; 2) some facilities and programs of the district are used by students
throughout the district (Special Education, Options and PATS programs); 3) school busing is provided
for a variety of reasons including special education students traveling to centralized facilities and
transportation of students for safety or due to distance from schools; 4) an uniform system of free public
schools throughout the District is a desirable public policy objective.

The use of zones of any kind, whether municipal, school attendance boundaries, or some other method,
conflicts with the ability of the school board to provide reasonable comparability in public school
facilities. Based on this analysis, the district impact fee policy shall be adopted and administered on a
district-wide basis.

Forecasting the collection of impact fees is based on data made available by Thurston Regional Planning
Council’s estimate of additional housing units within the District’s boundaries. Current impact fee rates,
current student generation rates, and the number of additional single and multi-family housing units
projected over the next six year period are sources of information the District uses to project the fees to
be collected.

These fees are then allocated for capacity-related projects as recommended by the citizens’ facilities
advisory committee and approved by the board of directors. The District plans to construct additional
capacity at Pioneer Elementary School within the six years of this CFP. In addition, available capacity
remains as a result of the recently completed addition to Capital High School.

Mitigation Fees

Mitigation fees are authorized by the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA). These fees are collected
by the District from new developments within its service boundaries that are governed by local
jurisdictions that have not adopted a school impact fee ordinance. At this point, the District requests
fees from developments 10 units or greater located in the Urban Growth Areas of the City of Olympia
and the City of Tumwater within Thurston County, and five or greater units if located in unincorporated
Thurston County. Due to the absence of historical data and the inability to uniformly assess these fees,
the District has not forecast the collection of mitigation fees. When received, these fees are applied to
projects that are directly impacted by each of the developments.

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V. Appendix--Inventory of Unused District Property

Future School Sites
The following is a list of potential future school sites currently owned by the district. Construction of school facilities on
these sites is not included in the six year planning and construction plan.

» Boulevard and 15th Avenue SE (Old McKinley) Site
This site is an 8.9 acre parcel that once served as the site for McKinley Elementary School. The building was
replaced in 1989 by Centennial Elementary School located at 2637 45th Avenue SE, Olympia. The existing
building was demolished in June 1991. The site is currently undeveloped. Future plans include the construction
of a school depending on growth in the district’s student enroliment.

* Mud Bay Road Site
This site is a 16.0 acre parcel adjacent to Mud Bay Road and Highway 101 interchange. The site is currently
undeveloped. Future plans include the construction of a new school depending on growth in the student
enrollment of adjoining school service areas.

* Muirhead Site
This is a 14.92 acre undeveloped site directly adjacent to Centennial Elementary School, purchased in 2006.
Future plans include the construction of a new school depending on growth in the district’s student enroliment.

Other District Owned Property

» Henderson Street and North Street (Tree Farm) Site
This site is a 2.25 acre parcel across Henderson Street from Pioneer Elementary School and Ingersoll Stadium.
The site is currently undeveloped. Previously, the site was used as a tree farm by Olympia High School’s
vocational program. The district has no current plans to develop this property.

« Central Street and 9" Avenue (Old Madison) Site
This 5.9 acre site once served as the location of Madison Elementary School. In 1999, the school was newly
constructed on the same property as the Knox Administrative Center. The original school building remains on the
site. The District’s Board of Directors declared this site as surplus property in November 2000 and is currently
conducting a sale with a potential buyer.

Future Site Acquisition

The District is seeking additional properties for use as future school sites. Construction of school facilities for these sites
is not included in the six year planning and construction plan. The District has identified the following priorities for
acquisition:

» New comprehensive high school site - approximately 40 acres

» New westside elementary school site - approximately 10 acres

» New eastside elementary school site—approximately 10 acres

» New eastside middle school site—approximately 15 acres

The source of funds for the purchase of future school sites includes unrestricted local bond funds from 1990 and 2003
authorizations, proceeds from the sale or lease of other district property, and/or potential future bond or capital levy
issues.
